Day 1 —2: March 20 — 21, 2024 Depart from Home Cross the
International Dateline, skipping a day ahead, and begin your
adventure of a lifetime.

Day 3: Friday, March 22, 2024 Christchurch, New Zealand -
Tour Begins Arrive in the historic city of Christchurch. Devastated
by an earthquake in early 2011, see firsthand how the city known as
“the Garden City” is recreating itself. Meet your fellow travelers
during a welcome dinner and start your South Pacific journey off on
the right foot.

of 9 NZD) in addition to Tourism Levy of 35 NZD.

Rates are approximate and can be changed at any time based on governing
authority.

Due to early arrival times in some cities, rooms may not always be ready for
immediate check-in.

To complete your tour, we include roundtrip airport-to-hotel transfers when purchasing
our airfare with your tour. If you have arranged for your own air, we are pleased to
provide you the option of purchasing these transfers.

The overall activity level of this tour is a level 2. This means you like a balanced
approach to travel. Walking two to three miles over the course of a day is no problem
for you. You can partake in a two-hour leisurely walking tour, covering up to two miles
(with included breaks). You can handle a variety of terrains, from cobblestone streets
to moderate hills with relative ease and without assistance. You can climb two flights
of stairs with ease. There may be 1 to 2 days on this tour when walking tours can
cover 3 to 4 miles over uneven terrain. Expect some full days balanced with free time
to recharge or set out on your own adventure. You can handle altitudes up to 6,000
feet. While this level is appropriate for travelers that require mobility assistance
devices, there could be times when you may have to sit out on some of the included
activities.

Due to changes in air schedules while on tour, the order of days in the itinerary may
change.
